Our accommoda-
tions are at The Doubletree Hotel, Club Quarters, The Inn at The Union 
League for our joint program with Gettysburg and the Ritz Carlton for 
our New Year’s Eve program highlighting the Mummers, Winterthur 
and Longwood Gardens Christmas display.  For our Intergenerational 
program in June,  grandparents and grandchildren had great fun 
as they picnicked in Franklin Square and played miniature golf.  Our 
programs use a variety of venues and we were in the top five  of pro-
viders (nonprofit and for profit) in bringing participants to the widely 
acclaimed King Tut Exhibit.  We still remain one of the most recognized 
providers to The Philadelphia Orchestra, the Philadelphia Museum of 
Art and The Barnes Foundation.  Our Elderhostel programs offer quality 
educational cultural experiences at an affordable price for seniors, 
while boosting tourism to the City of Philadelphia.

LANDMARKS TOURS
Landmarks Tours has now 
celebrated its second suc-
cessful season at its new 
organizational home.   From 
May to December, 2007, we 
offered 159 walking tours of 
45 different neighborhoods 
or towns, led by 54 volunteer 
guides.  A high point of the 
season was the “Up and Over 
the Ben Franklin Bridge” tour, 
which received high praise 
from all who took this spec-
tacular walk.  In addition, 23 
private groups booked tours, 
including groups from Bryn 
Mawr College, Bucks County 
Community College, the Con-
gress for New Urbanism and 
other professional and social 
groups.  Landmarks guides 
also narrated the “Secrets of 
the Schuylkill” cruises spon-
sored by the Schuylkill River 
Development Corporation 
during the summer and fall.  
The 2007 Philadelphia Architecture lecture series, held at the Historical 
Society of Pennsylvania, drew an average of 40 attendees to each 
of the twelve sessions, and 14 guides-in-training also attended several 
workshops before making their debuts as guides.  

LEARNING WITH LANDMARKS:
Expanding vision through partnerships 
and real-life learning

During the past year, Landmarks Education has expanded tremendous-
ly. Long-awaited plans have been set into motion, and new partner-
ships, connections and programs have been developed at all four sites. 
A new Board Education Committee headed by Rosemary Jensen gives 
formal recognition to the important role educational programming 
plays for Landmarks. The new “Hands on History” education programs, 
“Hammers & Pens: Craft a New Country” and “Leeches & Soda Pop: 
Cure a New Nation,” at the Powel and Physick Houses respectively, are 
in the pilot stage. Engaging activities have been developed for each 
house.  At Powel, students learn to use a two-person buck saw and 
make decorative plaster motifs. At Physick, students conduct “Science 
of Soda Pop” experiments and create homemade mosquito repellent. 
In addition to providing children with opportunities to learn about his-
tory, these new field trip programs are designed to enable children to 
engage in “real life” learning, develop skills, and try out potential inter-
ests and career opportunities.
	 For ten years the education programs operated without ade-
quate classrooms. This situation has changed dramatically, with the real-
location of spaces at  Grumblethorpe, Powel. and Physick for education 
activities. Partnerships with other organizations are also playing a major 
role in Landmarks new approach to educational programming:

•Through “It’s History—Make a Day of It!”, both Powel and Physick are 
partnering with other nearby historic sites to provide comprehensive 
field trips. 
•The “Hospitals & House Calls” partnership between Physick and 
Pennsylvania Hospital’s “Learn to Grow” program focus on 18th & 19th 
century medicine and the Yellow Fever Epidemic of 1793. 
•The many links between the Powel House and Carpenters Hall led to 
the partnership between these two sites. 
•For a new Revolutionary Re-enactment Camp at Waynesborough, 
we are partnering with Wayfinders Experience. 
•A grant from the National Gardening Association to create a “Re-
member Me 9/11” Rose Garden has allowed the Grumblethorpe Edu-
cation Program to expand beyond its traditional Kindergarten through 
fifth grade focus to include middle school classes from neighboring 
schools. Sixth and seventh graders will engage in conflict resolution 
activities as they plant, create signage and tend this new garden on 
the Grumblethorpe grounds. 
•The Grumblethorpe Farm Stand, which offers entrepreneurship train-
ing for teens in the Germantown community, is partnering with the 
farm stand held at Wyck Historic House & Garden, sharing a supple-
mentary farmer and expertise. 
•The Grumblethorpe Education Program has also begun a partner-
ship with the Penn State Extension Services, working with sixth graders 
to develop high yield container gardens to supply the Grumblethorpe 
Farm Stand. 
•Landmarks Education has also formed a partnership with the History 
Hunters, to train and share educators. 

Perhaps most importantly however, this listing of everything that is hap-
pening on the educational front does not begin to convey the tremen-
dous energy and enthusiasm propelling these many initiatives!

LANDMARKS EXHIBITIONS
The first full year of programming for 
the Landmarks Exhibitions: Contem-
porary Projects program was a whirl-
wind of success and discovery! This is 
truly a transitional time for the field 
of historic house museums. Inter-
pretive models are being reevalu-
ated, and through its innovative 
new exhibition program, Land-
marks is expanding its role as a 
leader in the field. The interac-
tion of contemporary art and 
historic sites is a catalyst for dia-
logue and reinterpretation. As we 
have developed the program, we 
have learned much about the audi-
ences attracted to such program-
ming: a striking mix of contemporary 
art audiences and history tourists. We 
take pride in projects that address 
both without watering down the ef-
fect for either. We firmly believe that 
the dialogue between the contempo-
rary and the historic deepens both the 
arts and the humanities experiences of 
audience groups at our museums. 
	 Visual and performing arts projects developed through Landmarks Exhibitions have been featured in 
various forums, including the New York Times, artforum.com, WHYY/National Public Radio, the Philadelphia 
Weekly, the Philadelphia Metro and artblog.com. Curator Robert Wuilfe has built partnerships with organiza-
tions in Philadelphia and beyond, and in 2008 will work with a prestigious new Landmarks Exhibitions Commit-
tee to refine the vision of the program and develop procedures and structures to ensure long-term success. 
The next year will also see an expansion of the Exhibitions program: in addition to Contemporary Projects and 
Landmarks’ permanent house collections, we will work with scholars and guest curators to begin developing 
a regular series of special history exhibitions. This is an exciting time for Landmarks, and along with the rest of 
our exceptional programs, Landmarks Exhibitions is helping to build new core audiences for the future.

In May 2007, Landmarks Contemporary Projects presented a special video 
and music event at the Delaware Center for Contemporary Art. The event 
featured a performance by A.R.S Trio and a new video work based upon 
Samuel & Elizabeth Powel, by artist Nadia Hironaka.

HISTORIC HOUSE MUSEUMS
Grumblethorpe
Through 2007, Grumblethorpe has continued to be a hub of activities historical to agricultural, artistic to 
educational. At any given moment, schoolchildren will be squealing at the hot wax from hand-dipped 
candles, teenagers from the neighborhood walk through in 18th-century dress, volunteer groups harvest 
armloads of herbs from the garden, or our indispensable volunteer Richard Vogel is on a ladder, nailing on 
the finishing touches to a new shed in the backyard. Hundreds of children come through the house each 
year and do activities in the museum that teach about science, art, history, and nature. 
	 At the same time as things here continue, we are growing. More and more of the landscape is 
adapted for the use of students and groups, as new grassy areas were created by the sides of the houses, 
while new garden beds are being laid out in the back. Our new intern from Temple, Ann Rein, will help 
with expanding the garden plots, this coming Spring. This fall we acquired two new site managers, Alison 
Miner, and Nickt Tenaglia, who have brought their enthusiasm for gardens, Philadelphia history, a new 
neighborhood, and especially old houses, and are thrilled to be at Grumblethorpe. Tom Hemmerick, a 
local architect and neighbor, has volunteered to chair the Grumblethorpe committee, after being par-
ticularly impressed by the youth volunteers at our 
annual Christmas party. A weekly farmstand outside 
the house, selling produce from our gardens and from 
Pennsylvania farms, was a great successs this summer, 
and will run for four months in 2008, with more advertis-
ing and more produce. We are excited to bring fresh, 
affordable vegetables to a traditionally underserved 
neighborhood, and glad to be collaborating with a 
neighboring historic house, Wyck, to expand German-
town’s produce options. 
	 Our most dramatic expansion will come in 
2008, however. 2007 saw the completion of a pro-
posal for a major addition to the caretaker’s house 
at Grumblethorpe, to transform our education cen-
ter. The architecture firm Kise Straw and Kolodner 
have designed plans for a wing on the back of the 
house which will add bathrooms and a patio class-
room space, all of which will be accessible by ADA 
standards, while preserving the historic sensibility of the 
space. We are excited about the many prospects for 
2008, and hope you will join us as we grow. 

PHYSICK HOUSE
The Physick House has had a very active and successful year. On the 
4th of July weekend site manager Del Conner and Landmarks Educa-
tion Program held the first Annual Philly Fizz Festival, which was attend-
ed by approximately 200 people. Among the events commemorated 
was the first public reading of the Declaration of Independence to 
the public on July 8, 1776, and the cracking of the Liberty Bell for Dr. 
Physick’s patient Chief Justice John Marshal’s funeral procession on 
July 8, 1835. The Declaration was read at the State House by Col. John 
Nixon, whom at that time lived where the kitchen of Physick House 
is today. At the Festival, a group of visitors shared a reading of the 
Declaration and the ringing of bells. Children using quill pens and a 
reproduction of the Syng Inkstand signed copies of the Declaration. 
To mark Dr. Physick’s birthday, July 7, 1768, and the Bicentennial of his 
introduction of Soda to America, children enjoyed sampling his Black 
Cherry Soda, played period games, had their faces painted and 
helped make homemade ice cream. Neighborhood children also en-
joyed visiting the garden’s second annual Cob Web Hotel Halloween 
event, and the monthly family events in the house.
The house committee held three profitable fundraisers; the Garden 
Party in September, 12th Night in January and our annual Plant Sale 

in the spring. Physick House was the site of several special contemporary art exhibits as well as classical 
and contemporary music concerts. This house was also host site for the Society Hill Civic Association and 
other non-profit organizations meetings. Continuing to be a popular site for wedding receptions, rehearsal 
and corporate dinners, with our ever increasing number of visitors to the museum for tours and education 
programs – Physick House continues to be is a thriving and vital part of its historic community. We would 
like to extend a special thanks to Cherry Bombeck and her Garden Committee for the wonderful job they 
do preparing the garden for whatever special events we throw their way!

POWEL HOUSE
In the decades since Frances Wister saved it from the 
wrecking ball, The Powel House has undergone many 
interpretive changes  and meant many things to many 
people. It has been a learning center for area school 
children, a continuing education forum for our museum 
visitors and a favorite of Elderhostel guests. It is a place for 
people to see and touch the same banister that was held 
by Washington and other founding fathers. It is a building 
restored long before the area around her was a desirable 
place to live and visit. Most recently, it has been the site of 
acclaimed art and music projects.
	 Our annual holiday party was held on Sunday, 
December 3, 2006. We welcomed 140 guests, including 
singers from the Orpheus Club of Philadelphia.  Their joyful 
singing was a wonderful way to kick off the holiday season. 
Jan Stephano and her helpers Carla Weinberg and Susan 
Schwartz put together a lovely silent auction. Compliments 
to Bobbie Turner, for being the kitchen elf and keeping 
the food coming, and to the Powel Committee for put-
ting together a wonderful table of delectable food. Spring bought our wonderful garden to bloom under 
the watchful eye of Garden Committee chair Julie DeVuono, site managers Robert Wuilfe and Michelle 
Wilson, and our dedicated committee and garden volunteers. On June 3, 2007 we hosted our annual 
garden party. We were graced with beautiful weather and a cool breeze.  Food was supplied by the 
committee, with Jeffery Miller Catering adding a few goodies and staff. Our committee vice-chair Robert 
Breading keeps our lovely house in good shape. Bob ensures that our bumps and bruises are mended with 
tender, skillful care. By repairing rotting shutters, loose stair rails and shaky arbors, he keeps our small issues 
from becoming big issues. Thanks Bob! The Powel Committee would like to thank our guides, our garden 
volunteers, the Mayor and Doctors teachers, departing site managers Michelle Wilson and Robert Wuilfe, 
the artists and musicians of Landmarks Exhibitions, the Landmarks staff and board.  To everyone who has 
walked through the door of the Powel House as a visitor, party guest, or student: Thanks!

HISTORIC WAYNESBOROUGH 
	 Many good things are happening at Historic Waynesborough! We have 
developed a circulating portion of our library. Our volunteers may pay a 
subscription fee of $10 a year for the privilege of borrowing designated books 
from the library for a month. Many important acquisitions have been re-
ceived:   A Federal mahogany bookcase, a very handsome 
period piece dating from 1790-1810, has come to us through Landmarks; we 
have been given an Edward Duffield clock, circa 1770; we have received 
from Wayne Lewis, a Wayne descendant, indentures from 1729 to 1804, let-
ters from 1780 and 1782, a plan of Waynesborough in 1802, and two receipts 
from 1790 and 1795.
	 After many years, we are receiving expert advice about our serious damp-
ness problem. For the first time, we are developing a plan for the correction 
of this problem. As part of the Landmarks “Stop the Water” campaign, LMX 

has received from the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission 
Keystone Grant Program a matching grant of $60,000 for Historic Waynes-
borough. Because of our recent fundraisers through Friends of Historic 
Waynesborough we expect to be able to match the grant.
